	3. PCSO Renewal of Contract
	1. The Clerk reminded members that the purpose of the additional    meeting being held is in light of the decision that CEC is to fund 16 PCSO’s for the next 3 years in CEC areas currently not parished.
Arising from this decision it was felt that further discussion was necessary before Holmes Chapel Parish Council agreed to sign and  renew the PCSO contract on 1 April 2010.

2.  The Clerk reminded members that the decision to sign the new agreement was made less than 6 months ago, and that any amendment would have to follow Standing Orders no. 36 as set out below:

Rescission of Previous Resolution

a) A decision (whether affirmative or negative) of the Council shall not be reversed within six months except either by a special resolution, the written notice whereof bears the names of at least four (4) members of the Council, or by a resolution moved in pursuance of the report or recommendation of a committee.

b) When a special resolution or any other resolution moved under the provisions of paragraph (a) of this Order has been disposed of, no similar resolution may be moved within a further six months.
3. All members expressed their views and there was considerable concern about the issue of double taxation.

4.  As a result of the decision the following members agreed that they would support a motion to resolve at the Council meeting to be held on 1 April 2010 that the signature of the Service Level Agreement be deferred until outstanding questions have been answered in a satisfactory manner.
